COMING TO UKRAINE 2 Project for Southeast Ukraine Wood Stoves  

In an extraordinary demonstra0on of mul0na0onal joint venture, unity and humanitarian spirit, Lions Clubs Interna0onal (LCI) 
and Lions Clubs Interna0onal Founda0on (LCIF) have successfully raised over $1,200,000 to support this year cri0cal Project 
WINTER IS COMING TO UKRAINE 2 (WICTU2) aimed at providing wood stoves to households in Southeast Ukraine. This ini0a0ve, 
which originated in Finland, has rapidly gained momentum and support, culmina0ng in an inspiring four-month fundraising 
campaign. 

With the generous contribu0ons from Lions members and supporters worldwide, the project has produced and distributed 
much-needed wood stoves to families in the region. These stoves not only offer a reliable source of heat during harsh winters but 
also ensure a safe and efficient means of cooking and hea0ng for thousands of households affected by ongoing challenges.

The incep0on of this life-changing project began in Finland, where Lions members recognized the pressing need for durable and 
efficient hea0ng solu0ons in Southeast Ukraine, ci0es of Kharkiv, Pavlograd and Zaporizhia. Driven by a deep commitment to 
service and community, Lions clubs across the globe rallied together, launching a comprehensive fundraising campaign. In just 
four months, the project amassed over $1,200,000, a testament to the power of collec0ve effort and compassion. 

Each wood stove, me0culously produced by the Lions, embodies the dedica0on of the organiza0on. Beyond providing immediate 
relief, these stoves symbolize hope and resilience, reinforcing the message that even in the face of adversity, communi0es can 
come together to create meaningful change 

The success of this ini0a0ve highlights the remarkable synergy between local ac0on and global support. From the produc0on in 
Finland to the distribu0on networks in Ukraine, Lions members from 31 countries of 5 con0nents have worked 0relessly to 
ensure the efficient and effec0ve implementa0on of the project.
